Risk Assessment
General Health and Safety (including fire procedure and first aid)
There are lots of notices stating Health and safety procedures around the Beldham Hall. People will be alerted to these at the opening of the Concert,
There are also fire extinguishers and first aid boxes in high priority places.
Three of the family are trained in first aid and one (being a midwife) has advanced medical training should the need for medical attention arise.
Part of the reason for picking the Beldham Hall is that the school regularly makes safety and health checks.
Catering
A purpose built kitchen with adequate worktops, fridges and washing facilities. These will be washed down before preparing food with anti bacterial wipes, as will the sink and fridge.
Disposable plates, serviettes, cups, etc. will be used.
No dishcloths will be used, only disposable wipes, and Tea towels that Mum has washed separately, and then steamed with a steam iron.
People in charge of food will have hair tied back and wear aprons and disposable gloves for handling food as well as using food tongues.
Food will kept well chilled in fridge and cool boxes and will not put out until just before serving (it will be a hot day according to forecast), it will also be kept under cling film until served.
Wine glasses will be well washed and dried.
All serving surfaces will be covered with linen cloths, both having been thoroughly cleaned.
After the concert everything will disposed of appropriately. Recyclable material will separated for separate disposal.
Everything will be left clean and wiped down.
Toilets will be checked before we leave so that all will remain in order.
Flowers for the performers will be kept away from foodstuffs.
Disabled Access
From the point of view of access there is ample parking, which is in a purpose built car park adjacent to the Music school and the Beldham Hall. The path to the music school is flat and a short walking distance to the main doors, for those that are less able to walk or in wheel chairs.
There are a number of specific Disabled amenities, 
A ramp leads up to the main doors with very adequate disabled railings (We have a couple of wheelchair users among the students who use this facility, so Disabled amenities are always well in use).
The doors are electronically operated and there is an intercom and bell to alert whoever is in the hall if the door needs to be opened from the inside.
There is a lift in the main foyer for use by those less able to walk.
There are also disabled toilets, these will be checked before the concert to make sure they will be clean, tissue and soap will be topped up, and all will in ord
In the main Hall there are areas that accommodate wheelchairs, and seating on the level with the stage.
Help will on hand to for those less able to walk.
